Extracurricular Activities, community Involvement and After School/Summer Work (Part 3):

On 2 or 3 separate sheets of paper, please submit 450 to 600 words, double-spaced and typed essay
on the following topic:

“Setting and managing my academic objectives for the coming school year.”

Please ensure that the applicant’s name is not on the essay, as the essay will be graded
anonymously.
